Disposal

Packaging from your new machine
All packaging materials used are environ-
mentally friendly and reusable. Return the
packaging to the retailer or supplier.

Disposal of your old machine
Worn-out electrical and electronic equip-
ment are to be collected, valuable materials
recovered and harmful substances disposed
of in an environmentally-friendly manner.
For this, an advance disposal charge is levied
on every household appliance and the end
consumer charged directly.

Leave the descaler to
take effect overnight. Then clean the
filter under running water with a fine
brush.

Cleaning the moisture sensor
